 Must attend all Gatemen games including any pre and post season games. 

 Photograph live game action, Gatemen Youth Clinics and general behind the scenes footage. 

 Create file folder for all photographs taken. 

 Work with Beat Writer providing them with photos for their content. 

 Post on Gatemen social media. 

 Provide copy of all stories (images used in stories) to Media / Public Relations intern to provide to other 

local news outlets and publications. 

 Work with Broadcast team and Public Relations on providing photos for their content and social media 

posts.
