He was instrumental in combining two separate
baseball leagues on Cape Cod into a single league, forming
its non-profit incorporation in 1963, and gaining NCAA-
sanctioned status for the newly organized Cape Cod
Baseball League. Thereafter, Arnold Mycock served in
numerous League roles, which included Vice President,
Treasurer, League Statistician and Scheduler.

In recognition to his decades of limitless volunteer service
in Cotuit, and to the Cape Cod Baseball League, Arnold was
honored by the Cape Cod Baseball League as an inaugural
member of its Hall of Fame in the year 2000, and the League
Championship Trophy is named after him.”

When a player comes to Wareham, he
is placed in a private home with his own
‘host family’ - a built-in cheering squad—
who help make the transition away from
home easier. Relationships between
the players, host families, employers,
fans, coaches and the staff last a lifetime.
The people who provide these positive
experiences not only help shape the lives
of the Gatemen players, they also help
shape the Wareham community. The team
makes a significant financial contribution
to our communities. On the average, four
members of each player’s family come to
visit during the summer for at least one
week. They patronize our restaurants,
hotels, bed & breakfast and shops
contributing in excess of $185,000.00 to
our community each summer.Thus, the
Gatemen are a community asset which
we all can enjoy and benefit from all
summer long.

The Gatemen have a new head coach
at the helm for the first time in over
fifteen years. Coach Jerry Weinstein
will be heading up a very talented and
well-respected coaching staff. Coach
Weinstein comes to the Gatemen from
the MBL Colorado Rockies where he
has been working the past several years
as the Developmental Supervisor and
Offensive Coordinator.

Warcham, Massachusctts

Woareham, located on Buzzards Bay, has a year-round
population of approximately 20,000 and is predominantly
rural. Situated just to the west of the Cape Cod Canal
with 54 miles of coastline, the summer population swells
to more than 46,000. Within the town boundaries are the
villages of Wareham,West Wareham, East Wareham and
Onset.

Shipbuilding and whaling were early industries, but

Wareham was originally a manufacturing town. The
town’s swamplands were rich in iron ore, leading to the
manufacturing of cut nails at the Tremont Nail Company
beginning in 1822. Wareham is a major grower of
cranberries, an important source of revenue for the town.

Recreation and tourism also play a vital role in

Wareham’s economy. Boating, fishing, shell fishing, golf and
beaches attract many families to the area. Small shops

as well as chain department stores and restaurants can
be found in the commercial districts. Wareham is also
fortunate to have Tobey Hospital, part of Southcoast
Hospital, Inc., located downtown, just minutes away from
Spillane Field.

The Wareham Gatemen Organization provides

employment to the players during the summer at the
Wareham Free Library, at Spillane Field maintaining the
baseball field and surrounding areas, reading to elementary
school children as part of our Reading Program, as well as
instructing children in our Youth Baseball Clinics.

It has always been the policy of the Gatemen to
invest and improve Spillane Field so that it not only

benefits our teams but all users of the complex. Since
1984, we have made major improvements.

GATEMEN 2016 The History of the Wareham Gatemen

Cape Cod League Baseball (CCBL), one of the nation’s
first form of organized baseball, dates back to about
1885....Baseball in Wareham...we could go back many,
many years on this one — perhaps to 1880! The exact
date may never be officially agreed upon — but,Wareham
participated in the original Cape League dating back to
the 1920’ .... Some records indicate since 1927. At that
time, the Wareham team played their home games at
Warr’s Park, the baseball field being in the center of the
park surrounded by a racetrack (trotting horses) just
off the road leading to Pinehurst Beach. The team was
composed of local players complimented by a few out-
standing players from the New Bedford area (additional
information regarding this team cannot be found).
Baseball, considered America’s favorite pastime, became
very popular in the 1930’s with the establishment of the
Wareham Twilight League. This League was composed
of local players .... Member teams were the Wareham
CD, East Wareham Elks, Tremont AA, Pappi’s Live Wires
sponsored by Alfred Pappi Electric Co. (later renamed
Meadowbrook sponsored by Meadowbrook Dairy).
Atwood AA came into the League sponsored by Ellis
Atwood Cranberry Co. of Carver. With the exception
of the East Wareham teams ( who played their games

in East Wareham), all home games were played on the
Wareham High School Field located on Marion Road
where the Town Hall is now. The last few years of the
Twilight League was very popular throughout the area,
but with many of the young men joining the armed
forces, the League eventually folded. Baseball continued
though, with one team representing Wareham, play-

ing outstanding teams from the New Bedford area and
throughout the state.

Steve Robbins — Mr. Baseball of Wareham — first reached
noticeable heights when he played baseball for Wareham
High School as a third baseman ....Actually, he never
got too far from third, since that was his regular coach-
ing spot for his many teams throughout the 35 years of
playing and managing on the Twilight League ... assum-
ing the job as manager of the Wareham Town Team. In
1946 Wareham officially joined the Cape Cod Baseball
League, making playoffs several seasons, and finally win-
ning the Upper Cape Championship in 1957.

In 1958 an attempt was made to secure a lighting
system for the home field. In 1964 lights were finally
installed at the Wareham field with an appropriation of
$17,500 from the Town and the perseverance of Steve
Robbins.

In 1965 Major League Baseball began to assist the Cape

in the Cape Cod Baseball League

Cod Baseball League and initiated many changes. Coaches
were required to be from colleges and players were re-
quired to be enrolled in a two-year or four-year institution,
have college eligibility remaining, have opportunity to be
gainfully employed, and from his earnings must pay his own
room and board. In this way the Cape Cod Baseball League
maintained amateur status and NCAA certification. Finding
jobs and housing for college players required time and com-
mittees had to be set up to handle these requirements. The
Wareham Town Team now became the Wareham Gatemen.
In 1967, Steve Robbins officially retired from baseball ....
Under his guidance and instruction more than 300 players
represented Wareham on the baseball field during his mana-
gerial career in the Cape Cod Baseball League

In 1976 the Wareham Gatemen, supported by John N. Decas
and directed by Bill Livesey (who came out of retirement),
went on to win their first League championship. John N.
Decas headed the team from 1967 to 1983.

John H.Wylde took over the management of the Wareham
Gatemen in 1983, although he had been an ardent fan since
at least 1980. Under Wylde’s rein the Gatemen amassed

an impressive record. Coach Don Reed was named CCBL
Manager of the Year in1991 and 1993, and coached the team
to League titles in 1994 and 1997. In 2004 Reed was induct-
ed into the CCBL Hall of Fame for his |13 years as coach in
the League, and a record of 333-214-19. This is the third
best winning CCBL record (0.606). He held the record for
the most wins in the League, as well as first in Playoff wins
with 29. Reed is the only manager to take his team to the
playoffs |13 consecutive times.

In 2007 John Wylde was named to the CCBL Hall of Fame,
in recognition of his service to the League and the Gatemen.
Under his management the team earned League champion-
ships in 1988, 1994, 1997,2001 and 2002. Tom Gay took
over the management of the team after Wylde’s untimely
death in 2008.

In 2012 Cooper Farris, Head Coach since 2001, guided the
Gatemen to the CCBL Championship. Finishing second
place in the West for the regular season, the team won the
Western Division Championship in a four-game playoff sea-
son, and the League Championship in a nail-biting, 10-inning
game. The team was honored by being awarded the Arnold
Mycock Award, the Commissioner’s Cup, and the CCBL
Executive of the Year (Tom Gay) that year.

After two years of missing out on the post season,
the Gatemen bounced back in 2015 to cap off a
|4-win season with a playoff birth. Wareham fin-
ished the regular season in third place with a 17-25
record, however in the first round of the playoffs
the Gatemen dropped the first two games to the
Bourne Braves to end their season.

Dominant pitching performances fueled the Gate-
men for much of the season. Gatemen All-Star lan
Hamilton had the second lowest ERA in the league
with .89 in just over 40 innings pitched. Joining
Hamilton was lefty Evan Hill who ranked 7th in
the league’s ERA category with an impressive 1.80
through 40 innings of work.

For the first time since 2012, the Wareham Gate-
men organization hosted the 2015 Friendly’s Cape

Cod Baseball League All-Star Game at Spillane Field.

The Gatemen were well represented in the event.
Seven (Gatemen) were named All-Stars, while one
(Gatemen) represented the team in the home run
derby. Wareham had the most All-Stars out of any
team in the Western Division. (delete - too many)

Catcher Nick Cieri (Maryland) and outfielder An-
drew Calica (University of California Santa Barbra)
made the starting lineup for the game, while the
southpaw Blake Fox (Rice) got the starting nod.
Charlie Warren (Rice), Evan Hill (Michigan), lan
Hamilton (Washington State), and David MacKin-
non (Hartford) also represented the Gatemen in
the All-Star game.

2015 In Review

Logan Sowers (Indiana) kicked off the All-Star festivities
by earning the crown in the homerun derby while lan
Hamilton ended the day on a high note taking home
the Western Division MVP honors.

Andrew Calica had a summer to remember, shattering
the Cape Cod Baseball League hitting record batting
an impressive .425 through 31 games. Calica collected
48 hits in |13 at bats. He finished the summer season
by winning the league’s prestigious hitting award, given
to the player with the highest batting average in the
league.

Kramer Robertson(LSU) returned to Wareham for a
second summer where he belted 27 hits in 87 at bats,
good enough for a .310 batting average to improve on
the previous summer. The second basemen saw ac-
tion in 28 games where he had a triple, five RBIs and
worked [0 walks.

Along with Robertson, the NC State duo of Andrew
Knizner and Ryan Williamson returned to Wareham

in 2015. For Knizner this was the first time he would
play behind the backstop for the Gatemen. The previ-
ous summer Knizner played third base before switch-
ing to catcher during his sophomore year at NC State.
Knizner led the team in doubles, driving 6 doubles in
34 games played. Williamson appeared in five games
and made two starts on the summer.
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David MacKinnon joined the Gatemen on a tempo-
rary contract and ended earning a full contract as
well as a spot on the All-Star team. The Massachu-
setts native batted .292 through 40 games and 130
at bats last summer.

Gavin Stupienski joined the Gatemen late in the
season, but vastly helped the offensive struggles the
Gatemen faced during the season. The catcher bat-
ted an impressive .351 through just eleven games.
It was his offensive production that helped the
Gatemen clinch a playoff birth.

Three Gatemen pitchers departed from Wareham
early to play for team USA. Dalton Jeffries of Cal
Berkley, Anthony Kay from UConn, and Bailey Clark
of Duke all played for Team USA last summer. Prior
to departing for Team USA, Bailey Clark made
three dominant starts as a Gatemen giving up just
one run and 10 hits while recording | | strikeouts.
Daulton Jeffries appeared in three games for the
Gatemen giving up just two runs on 12 hits, while
Anthony Kay started two games giving up four runs
on eight hits.

A pair of Rice University Owls played for the
Gatemen in 2015. The southpaw Blake Fox turned
heads with his sly pickoff move. Fox,a 2015 All-
Star, recorded three starts and had |7 strikeouts
in 27 innings of work. Warren, who returned back
for his second summer with the Gatemen, batted
an impressive .305 in which he had 4 doubles and
worked |3 walks.

2015 in Review

Matt Krook and Mark Karaviotis represented the
Dukes of Oregon for the Gatemen this summer. After
a successful Tommy John surgery, the Cape was the first
time Krook faced live batters in over a year.
